
EXPECT THE UNEXPECTED

· Expect the R knows nothing of what happened during the play.  Give all the info no matter how simple.
· Expect no one knows what down it is after a penalty.  Communicate this!
· Expect no one knows how many time outs are left.
· Deep 3 expect every play to go the distance.
· Expect every scorer to lose the ball before he scores.
· Expect the appropriate coach to call a TO toward the end of each half.
· Expect no one knows the status of the clock.
· Have the discipline to look in your area especially when it is away from the point of attack.
· Expect the clock operator never to start or stop the clock after a score or kick off.
· Expect someone to commit a UNR.  Don’t be surprised!  Look for people taking runs especially away from the play.  Extend your focus 3-4 seconds after the play ends.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Expect a fair catch signal on a pooch kick off or an invalid signal on an onside kick that hits the ground.
